Warm Home Discount Scheme
The Warm Home Discount scheme is a four-year scheme that runs from April 2011 to March 2015 to help low-income and vulnerable households with energy costs. There are four elements to the scheme:
The Warm Home Discount scheme requires participating energy suppliers to give a rebate on their electricity bill to a specified group of their older customers on low incomes. The Government will inform suppliers which households to support through sharing limited data between the Department for Work and Pensions (DWP)[External link] and the energy suppliers.. 
Who is eligible for the rebate?
Eligibility is linked specifically to the type of benefits received and for this winter, a rebate of £120 off electricity bills will be provided to older people where on the qualifying date of 11 September 2011:
· They were in receipt of the Guarantee Credit element of Pension Credit but not the savings credit element 
· their electricity supplier is participating in the scheme 
· their or their partner’s name is on their electricity bill 
All those that meet these criteria will receive a payment.
Customers receiving the savings credit element of pension credit will not be eligible this winter.
When will I get my Core Group rebate?
The first energy rebates will be made in winter 2011/12. If you qualify you’ll receive a confirmation letter from the Government this winter.
If you qualify but a rebate can’t be made automatically, you’ll receive a letter asking you to provide further information that is available on your electricity bill.
